Happy Hour There is no better time 
to socialise with colleagues than catching 
up after work. How about  turning Friday 
night drinks into a Star Party, you could 
even have themed cocktails such as a 
Star–tinis or Star-garitas. Charge an entry 
fee and small amount for each drink.

Late for meetings penalty 
Do your work meetings constantly start 
late?  Why not charge a $5 penalty for 
 anyone who arrives fi ve minutes late to 
a meeting! You could raise a fortune and 
improve your productivity!

Time for tea A great way to break 
up a busy day is by hosting a morning or 
afternoon tea. Bring in  some homemade 
treats and make freshly brewed coff ee/tea.  
It can be especially eff ective to 
combat 3pm-itis!

Guessing competition They’re 
simple to run and an easy fundraiser 
at work. Fill a jar with lollies, coins, 
rubber bands or thumb-tacks – whatever 
takes your imagination and charge $5 
per guess. 

Mobile penalty Isn’t it annoying when 
someone’s phone rings during your meeting 
or  presentation? Well, turn it into a positive 
for seriously ill kids and charge a $5 penalty.

Trivia night Who really knows 
endless useless facts? A great way to fi nd 
out is by organising a “bright sparks”  trivia 
night. Invite your colleagues and clients 
for a night of fun and laughs.

Wine tasting Are you a connoisseur 
of fi ne wines or would you like to be one? 
Spend an evening  tasting Australia’s best 
wines with your work colleagues and 
charge them an entry fee.

Ask friends, family or colleagues 
 to donate some prizes for a raffl  e or auction.

• Invite people over for a 5-Star Dinner Party, sell tickets to attend and hold your 
 own raffl  e or auction on the night, with donated prizes.

• Look at events and activities that your club, community group, school or organisation 
 already  conducts. Can you turn these into fundraising opportunities? 

• Draw up a plan for organising your Star Party. Think about all the resources 
 you will need  and the networks you can tap into.

• Once your plan is formulated, please register online at www.starlight.org.au 
 so we can sanction  your event.  

• Create an online fundraising page to forward to your friends, family and colleagues
 and provide them with the opportunity to support you even if they can’t attend your 
 party www.everydayhero.com.au

• Make sure you give everyone plenty of notice and send them an invite in advance. 

• Send regular email updates. Put your invite up in your lunch room, community, school and  
 offi  ce notice boards.  Utilise your company’s intranet site or internal newsletter to promote  
 your activities.    

• Approach your company to support you by matching the funds raised.

• Where you can, ask for goods and services to be donated. Many businesses love to 
 support their local community and when they’re unable to support you fi nancially, are 
 often happy to donate items or services that can be used as auctions or raffl  e prizes. 

• Make star decorations and use purple and yellow streamers to create a party   
 atmosphere. 

• Enjoy the challenge you have set for yourself, have lots of fun and, most importantly, 
 think of all the seriously ill children you will be helping!

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
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WHEN SHOULD I HOLD MY STAR PARTY?
• Star Parties can be held anytime during April or May, or you may wish to hold it on    
 Starlight Day on Friday 1 May 2009. 

WHY DO I HAVE TO REGISTER AS A HOST?
• By registering as a host, Starlight will be able to help ensure your event is a success. 

• The Australian Government has developed legislation governing the conduct of    
 fundraising, meaning that anyone wishing to raise money  for charitable purposes needs 
 an authority to fundraise. Before you can hold your Star Party, we’ll need to authorise 
 your fundraising appeal or event. 

• All supporters of Starlight need to register with us, whatever the size of the event 
 or the  donation (cash or in kind).

HOW DO I REGISTER AS A HOST?
• Register online at www.starlight.org.au or call 1300 727 827.

WHAT CAN I DO AT MY STAR PARTY?
• It’s up to you! Everyone loves a get together so you’re only limited by your 
 imagination.  See our list of ideas!

DOES STARLIGHT HAVE INSURANCE TO COVER MY STAR PARTY?
• All aspects of fi nancial and public liability and public safety are the responsibility of 
 the  event organiser.  As Starlight is not the event organiser we do not cover any liability 
 on your behalf.

• When holding a Star Party, the Party Host agrees to release Starlight to the fullest 
 extent permissible under law for all claims, except where such liability arises because 
 of the negligence of Starlight or its agents. Therefore, it is your responsibility to ensure 
 that any space or venue  used for your fundraising activities has the required public 
 liability insurance.

WHERE DOES THE MONEY GO?
• The funds raised will provide vital assistance for children and families who live with 
 serious  illness and hospitalisation. There are currently 600,000 child admissions to 
 hospitals each year  with Starlight currently only reaching one in three.

• There are many more children in need of Starlight’s help. Your support of Starlight Day 
 will  help us to achieve our goal of reaching all seriously ill and hospitalised children 
 and their families.

WHAT IF I CAN’T HOST A STAR PARTY BUT WANT TO CONTRIBUTE?
If you’re unable to host a Star Party but would like to contribute to Starlight Day, you could:

• Make an online donation.

• Create an online fundraising page and forward the link to friends and family
 www.everydayhero.com.au

• Sell Starlight Day merchandise, see www.starlight.org.au to choose the items you’d 
 like to sell.

WHAT IS THE DEPOSIT SLIP FOR?
• When a Party Host opts to deposit funds at an ANZ branch after their event, they will   
 receive a deposit slip via Australia Post. It is important that you use this slip so we can track  
 the  amount banked back to you.

WHAT IF I DON’T WANT TO GO INTO THE BANK, CAN I PAY ONLINE?
• Yes, when you register your Star Party you can choose to deposit funds by paying online  
 with a credit card, or via direct deposit / internet transfer.

I HELD A STAR PARTY BUT DIDN’T REGISTER, WHAT NOW?
• If you have held a Star Party without registering you will need to call 1300 727 827 
 to register after the event. You will then be sent information on how to bank your funds to  
 make sure your money goes to the right place.
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WHERE CAN I BUY STARLIGHT DAY MERCHANDISE?
• Starlight Day merchandise is available in Caltex stores nationally.   
 You can also purchase merchandise online at www.starlight.org.au.

HOW DO I GET A RECEIPT?
• Individual receipts for tax deductions for supporters of the event can be issued by 
 Starlight if  the supporter makes a donation of $2.00 or more and your money has 
 been received by Starlight.

• If supporters would like receipts, please send a list including name, address, 
 phone number and donation amount to Star Party Coordinator PO Box 101, 
 St Leonards, NSW 1590.

• If the total of individual receipts exceeds 30 please email Starlight an electronic 
 version of your register to mel.marshan@starlight.org.au.

• When the supporter has received goods or services in return for money given 
 (e.g. purchased raffl  e tickets or prizes at auction), a tax-deductible receipt 
 cannot be issued.

WHAT DO I DO AFTER MY EVENT?

• Once you have collected all of your donations, please fulfi l your commitment 
 by depositing funds  by June 15, 2009. 

• You will probably have collected money from a few diff erent sources and may have 
 received funds  by cash, cheque or credit card; so to make the banking process as 
 simple and easy as possible we  have created the following step-by-step instructions.

STEP 1 WORK OUT HOW MUCH YOU HAVE RAISED
Gather all your donations in the one place and don’t forget to tell all your guests 
how much they  have helped you raise!

STEP 2 COMPLETE THE DEPOSIT SLIP
If you opted to deposit funds into the bank, you will have received a deposit slip via 
Australia Post.  Make sure you check all the pre-completed details are correct and 
complete the rest of the slip.

STEP 3 BANKING YOUR FUNDS
There are several ways you can return your funds:

BANK Take the money raised to any ANZ bank 
and use the deposit slip provided. 

EFT Lodge the money into your personal bank 
account and transfer the funds using online banking 
from your account or credit card account to 
Starlight’s bank account:
