Terms and Conditions of Entry for the "The Big Aussie Pie Night ™ Nissan Navara Promotion" (Promotion)

1. Information on How to Enter and prize information form part of these Conditions of Entry (Conditions of Entry).

2. Entry into the Promotion is deemed acceptance of these Conditions of Entry. 

3. This is a game of skill and chance plays no part in determining the winner. 

4. The Entrant is responsible for ensuring his or her familiarity with the Conditions of Entry at the time of participation.  The Promoter's decision not to enforce a specific restriction (whether communicated to an Entrant or not) does not constitute a waiver of that restriction or of the Conditions of Entry generally. 

5. PROMOTION PERIOD

9. The Promotion will commence 00:01 on 11/07/2011 until 23:59 on 01/10/2011(Promotion Period). 

10. Entry in the Promotion is only open to Australian residents who have registered to host an event for The Biggest Aussie Pie Night ™ (Event) who are:

aged 18 years and over; or

aged under 18 years, who have obtained their parent or guardian's consent to enter the Promotion on these Conditions of Entry and whose parent or guardian have agreed to these Conditions of Entry, 

excluding:

(a) management, employees, directors and contractors of the Promoter, its related entities and firms or companies associated with the Promotion (including suppliers of the prize);

(b) a spouse, de-facto spouse, parent, guardian, child or sibling of a person referred to in paragraph (a) of these Conditions of Entry;

(c) persons who have breached the terms and conditions of any promotion run by or on behalf of the Promoter,

HOW TO ENTER

ii.  indicating their acceptance of these Conditions of Entry, (Web Entry).

14. If an Eligible Entrant submits a Web Entry:

iii. which complies with these Terms, they will receive an on-screen notification confirming that their Web Entry is valid and has been received; or

iv. which does not comply with these Terms, they will receive an on-screen notificaton  that their Web Entry is invalid, 

whichever is applicable in the circumstances.  

15. The Promoter is not responsible for technical difficulties with the entry mechanism and does not warrant that the entry mechanism will be available at all times.

16. Incomplete, illegible or incorrect entries, or which contain offensive or defamatory comments, or which breach any law or infringe any third party rights, including intellectual property rights, are not eligible to win.

VERIFICATION

18. [bookmark: _GoBack]If requested by the Promoter, entrants must produce, within the time requested by the Promoter at its absolute discretion appropriate photo identification or other documentation, required by the Promoter to verify their identity, age, eligibility to enter the Promotion and claim the Prize (if chosen) and compliance with these Conditions of Entry. If the items required by the Promoter are not received or an entry has not been verified to the satisfaction of the Promoter within the time period required by the promoter, the entry will be deemed invalid.  

Prize will only be awarded following all validation and verification requirements of the Promoter being met to its satisfaction.

JUDGING AND PRIZE INFORMATION

21. All entries will be reviewed at Challenge House 529-535, King Street, West Melbourne, VIC, 3003  (Judging Location) by representative of the Promoter at 12:00 on 14/10/2011 from all Eligible Entries received during the Promotion (Assessment). 

The Eligible Entrant whose Guess is equal to the Correct Answer (Correct Guess) will win the Major Prize.

In the event that there are two (2) or more Eligible Entrants with a Correct Guess, those Eligible Entrants will be required to answer the following question: “What is your best pie eating experience?” (Pie Experience). 

The entries will then be judged on 25/10/2011 at the Judging Location by at least three (3) representatives of the Promoter. The entry that has the most creative merit and originality will win the Major Prize. 

In the event that there are no Eligible Entrants with a Correct Guess, the Eligible Entrant with the closest guess (Closest Guess) will win the Major Prize.  

If there are two (2) or more Eligible Entrants with the Closest Guess, they will be required to answer the Pie Experience question.  The entries will then be judged on 25/10/2011 at the Judging Location by at least three (3) representatives of the Promoter. The entry that has the most creative merit and originality will win the Major Prize.

22. The Major Prize is a 2011 Nissan Navara ST-X Dual Cab Diesel Manual, in Altitude Blue valued at up to $54,000 (RRP) (including GST) (Major Prize).

NOTIFICATION OF WINNER

GENERAL
